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1 Apologies

2 Leave of absence
There were no requests for leave of absence.
3 Conflict of Interest
Chief Executive, Steve Ruru advised he had a conflict of interest with Item 8.2 -
recommendation D (iii) in regards his being Council appointee to the Southland Indoor
Leisure Centre Charitable Trust. He would not be taking part in debate or voting on the
matter.
Councillor Duffy advised he had a conflict of interest with item 8.2 - recommendation D (ii)
Southland Regional Heritage Committee. He would not be taking part in debate or voting
on the matter.
4 Public Forum
1. Deen McKay - a resident of Colac Bay addressed the meeting in relation to report 8.6
Colac Bay Foreshore Road Erosion - Level of Service. Mrs McKay offered her views on
the road closure expressing concern at the lack of action by Council ignoring
communities views and offers of assistance to keep the road open.
2. Jeremy Carroll - a resident of Colac Bay addressed the meeting in relation to report 8.6
Colac Bay Foreshore Road Erosion - Level of Service. Mr Carroll expressed
disappointment at the report to be presented to this meeting, which recommends
road closure. Mr Carroll felt that Council has ignored the NIWA report
recommendations and queried why Council has declined the offer of a local contractor
to reform the existing washed out road and supply and place boulders for protection
remedial work at least a third cheaper than the quotes provided in the Council report.
Mr Carroll also felt that Council is also ignoring the fact there is a rubbish dump in the
area.
3. Julie Guise - a resident of Colac Bay addressed the meeting in relation to report 8.6
Colac Bay Foreshore Road Erosion - Level of Service. Mrs Guise advised she is Chair of
the Colac Foreshore Protection Group and felt that the communication from Council
was poor. Mrs Guise expressed concern at the effect the road closure has had on the
community stating that she felt that the community has died. Mrs Guise also felt that
it has been a clear mandate from Council from the beginning that the road be closed.
Mrs Guise requested Council give this further consideration and work to a solution that
would open the road keeping the community and tourists happy.
4. Carole Elder - a resident of Colac Bay addressed the meeting in relation to report 8.6
Colac Bay Foreshore Road Erosion - Level of Service. Miss Elder reiterated her
comments from her previous presentation to the Council meeting 18 October 2017 in
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regards the quote provided by Euan Shearing Contracting (attached to the minutes as
appendix 1) which she felt is a cheaper option than what Council ‘s contractor has
provided. Miss Elder felt there has been a wrong done here and would like Council to
keep an open mind to not think of the money for the repair work to think of the
community. Miss Elder informed of activities that have taken place in the Bay and will
be taking place going forward.

The Mayor advised that Item 8.6 - Colac Bay Foreshore Road Erosion - Level of Service would be
considered next.

Colac Bay Foreshore Road Erosion - Level of Service

Mr Marshall, Group Manager Services and Assets was in attendance for this item.

Mr Marshall advised this report was considered at a Council meeting on 18 October 2017
and was left to “lie on the table” as the meeting felt that a site visit was required prior to
making a decision on this matter.

Mr Marshall advised Councillors subsequently had a site visit to the affected area and the
report is now re-presented to the meeting for a decision on the issue.

The Meeting noted that the option recommended is to carry out some remedial and
modification work at the existing south western end of the rock protection where the
erosion has occurred.

The Meeting further noted it is not intended to not reinstate the road, to have a permanent
road closure.

Mr Marshall informed it is intended to obtain resource consent to carry out the work and
continue to maintain the existing rock wall erosion protection infrastructure.
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The Meeting was informed funding for the work will be from the existing roading budgets.

Resolution

Moved Cr Macpherson, seconded Cr Harpur recommendations a to d with changes to e

d) Notes that the assumption is this work (option 2) will be subsidised by NZTA
and the work will be funded from existing roading budgets.

e) Resolves to implement option two of this report which involves reinstatement
of the previous rock protection, replace the rock protection to the extent that
existed in 2015 with an improved design so as to make it more resilient and
reduce the risk of erosion extending westwards beyond the existing extent.

The meeting considered Item 7.1 - Freedom Camping Bylaw for Lumsden next.

71 Freedom Camping Bylaw for Lumsden
Record No: R/17/11/26654
Robyn Rout, Policy Analyst, was in attendance for this item.
Mrs Rout advised the purpose of this report is to obtain a decision from Council on how it
would like to proceed regarding the Freedom Camping Bylaw 2015 (the Bylaw) for
Lumsden.
The Meeting noted that in June 2017, a statement of proposal to amend the Bylaw for
Lumsden was endorsed and put out for consultation In September 2017, Councillors
received copies of the written submissions, and heard the submitters who wished to speak.
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Mrs Rout informed in October, Council deliberated on the proposed amendment, and
identified a preferred option on how to proceed.

Mrs Rout explained the preferred option was that Council would only allow self-contained
freedom camping in the Lumsden Township for up to three nights in a 30 day period.
Council outlined that it would like to have specific areas where camping would be
prohibited around the railway station precinct, and that the prohibited area for the
playground, would be expanded Council also decided it would like to get advice on the
legality of proceeding with this preferred option, before making a final decision.

The Meeting noted that Council staff have obtained legal advice that states that there
would be an appreciable risk if Council’s next steps were to proceed and adopt the
preferred option. This risk is primarily due to the fact that the Council did not specifically
consult the community on an option more restrictive that the current Bylaw provisions.

Mrs Rout advised on this basis, staff are presenting two options to Council on how it could
proceed, and staff are recommending the Council proceed with one of the options. The
options are:

continue with the current Bylaw and review the Bylaw at a later date.

Mrs Rout further advised that due to the legal risks associated with progressing any other
option, staff are recommending that Council does not deviate from either of these two
options.

8.1 Options for Funding the Around the Mountains Cycle Trail
Record No: R/17/11/27840
Anne Robson, Chief Financial Officer was in attendance for this item.

Ms Robson advised the purpose of the report is to consider how to fund the balance of
costs to date for the Around the Mountains Cycle Trail and recommend that it be consulted
on as part of the 2018-2028 Long Term Plan.

Ms Robson informed Council has previously deferred the decision on how it is going to fund
the net cost (ie the difference between costs to date and external funding received) of
developing the Around the Mountain Cycle Trail until the Deloitte report and the
Environment Court decision had been received. Both have now been received.

Council is still in the process of deciding how it will complete the trail after deciding that the
proposed Oreti River option is no longer a feasible option.

Ms Robson explained this paper explores the issues of when Council wants to make the
funding decision on the net cost to date, how it wants to fund it and the level of
consultation, if any, it wishes to undertake.

Ms Robson further explained this report recommends that the funding decision be made as
part of the 2018-2028 Long Term Plan.
