Terms of Reference - Community Boards

Community Boards are bodies established by statute. Their responsibilities and powers are as delegated by
the Southland District Council which are to:

1 Represent and act as an advocate for the interest of its community.

1 Consider and report on all matters referred to it by the Southland District Council, or any matter of
interest or concern to the Community Board.

Maintain an overview of services provided by the Southland District Council within the community.
Consider annual estimates for expenditure within the community and recommend these to Council.
Communicate with community organisations and special interest groups within the community.
Undertake any other responsibilities that are delegated to it by the Southland District Council.
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In addition to these activities, Community Boards will consider how best to provide for their communities, and
the people who live there, into the future.

Community Board members will provide leadership by:

1 Positively representing their community and the Southland District

1 Identifying key issues that will affect their community’s future and work with Council staff and other
local representatives to facilitate multi-agency collaborative opportunities.

1 Promote a shared vision for the wider community of interest area and develop ways to work with

others to achieve positive outcomes

Community Boards will adopt a strategic focus that will enable members to:

Provide local representation and guidance on wider community issues, initiatives and projects.
Contribute to the development and promotion of community cohesion, by developing and
supporting relationships across a range of stakeholders at a local, regional and national level.
Take part in local community forums, meetings and workshops.

Inform local residents and ratepayers on issues that affect them.
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Community Boards shall have the following delegated powers and be accountable to Council for the
exercising of these powers

Engagement and representation by:

bl Facilitating the Council’s consultation with local residents and community groups on local issues and
local aspects of district wide issues including input into the Long-term Plan, Annual Plan, and policies
that impact on the Board's area.

1 Engaging with council officers on local issues and levels of service, including infrastructural,
recreational, community services and parks, reserves and cemetery matters.
il Representing the interests of the community at Council, Committee or Subcommittee meetings when

a motion under debate relates to a matter that the Board considers to be of particular interest to the
residents within its community.

bl Monitoring and keeping the Council informed of community aspirations and the level of satisfaction
with services provided.

Financial by:
bl Approving expenditure within the limits of annual estimates.
il Approving unbudgeted expenditure for locally funded activities up to the value of $10,000.

Rentals and leases
q Ip relation to all leases of land and buildings within their own area, on behalf of Council;
A Accepting the highest tenders for rentals of $10,000; or less per annum.

A Approving the preferential allocation of leases where the rental is $10,000 or less per annum.




Local assets and facilities by

1 Overseeing the management of local halls and community centres which are owned by Council and
where no management committee exists. This will occur by way of relationship with officers of
Southland District Council.

i Appoint a local liaison person responsible for community housing.

Some Community Boards have specific delegations in addition to the broad delegations above:

Stewart Island/Rakiura Community Board

i Contributing to the development of policy relating to the governance of the Stewart Island Electrical
Supply Authority (SIESA).

bl Overseeing the management of SIESA by way of relationship with officers of Southland District
Council.

Te Anau Community Board
i Overseeing the management of the Te Anau/Manapouri Airport by way of relationship with officers of
Southland District Council.

The Community Boards can make recommendations to Council on:
Assets and Facilities
bl Annually providing feedback on any asset management plans or community services strategies

applicable to the community for which the Community Board is responsible.

Rentals and leases

q In relation to all leases of land and buildings within their own area, on behalf of Council;
A Recommending rentals in excess of $10,000 per annum to the Group Manager Services and
Assets
A Recommending the preferential allocation of leases where the rental is in excess of $10,000 per

annum to the Group Manager Services and Assets.

Contracts/Tenders

il Recommending tenders less than $200,000 to the Group Manager Services and Assets.

1 Recommending tenders in excess of $200,000 to the Services and Assets Committee.

il Recommending tenders to the Services and Assets Committee where preference is not for acceptance

of the highest tenderer,

Financial
1 Recommending annual estimates to Council.
il Recommending unbudgeted expenditure in excess of $10,000 to the Services and Assets Committee.

Local Policy

q Considering matters referred to it by officers, the Council, its committees or subcommittees, including
reports and policy and bylaw proposals relating to the provision of council services within the Board's
area; and

bl Making submissions or recommendations in response to those matters as appropriate.

The Chairperson of each Community Board is delegated with the following additional responsibilities:

1 Approval of leases, rental agreements and the rollover of existing contracts under $1,000;

1 Engaging with Community Board members to make submissions to the Council on behalf of the
Community Board where a submission period is outside of the Community Board meeting cycle.
Where a Chairperson is unable to base a submission on a consensus among Community Board
members, a Community Board meeting must be held.

(ii) the reason why the discussion of this item cannot be delayed until a subsequent
meeting.

Section 46A(7A) of the Local Government Official Information and Meetings Act 1987 (as
amended) states:

“Where an item is not on the agenda for a meeting,-

(@) thatitem may be discussed at that meeting if-

(i) that item is a minor matter relating to the general business of the local
authority; and
(ii) the presiding member explains at the beginning of the meeting, at a time
when it is open to the public, that the item will be discussed at the
meeting; but
(b) no resolution, decision or recommendation may be made in respect of that item
except to refer that item to a subsequent meeting of the local authority for further
discussion.”

Dark Skies Project - Update for the Stewart Island/Rakiura Community Board
Record No: R/17/12/29759

' Steve Canny (Venture Southland) spoke on this report, detailing the key findings of the Dark

Skies feasibility study, providing a summary of the opportunity that exists should the
community wish to embrace it and ultimately lead the region’s approach to dark skies.

Following interest from Stewart Island Promotion, field night sky measurements have now
been completed and are able to be reported back to the Stewart Island/Rakiura Community
Board. The survey results indicated that Stewart Island has a unique opportunity to be
internationally recognised as a place of outstanding sky quality. A feasibility study
commissioned by Venture Southland and undertaken by Xyst Consulting has been
completed.

Initial consultation with the Stewart Island Promotion and community members has been
extremely positive.
